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Learning outcomes are statements that specify what learners will know or be able
to do as a result of a learning activity. Outcomes are usually expressed as
knowledge, skills or attitudes. (American Association of Law Libraries4 )

Learning outcomes are an explicit description of what a learner should know,
understand and be able to do as a result of learning. (Bingham, 1999)

Learning outcomes are statements of what a learner is expected to know,
understand and/or be able to demonstrate after completion of a process of learning.
(ECTS Users’ Guide, 2005)

Learning outcomes are explicit statements of what we want our students to know,
understand or be able to do as a result of completing our courses. (University of
New South Wales, Australia )

Learning outcome: a statement of what a learner is expected to know, understand

and/or be able to demonstrate at the end of a period of learning”. (Gosling and
Moon, 2001)
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
